Ball in Sri Lanka. Established to promote, regulate, and develop the sport nationally, RBFSL 
operates in full alignment with the International Roll Ball Federation (IRBF) and the Asian Roll 
Ball Federation (ARBF). Since its inception, the Federation has consistently expanded Roll Ball’s 
reach, ensuring that the sport is accessible to schools, communities, and athletes across the 
island. 

 

Legitimacy & Exclusivity 

●​ RBFSL is the only recognized national authority for the sport of Roll Ball in Sri Lanka. 
●​ No other organization in the country is recognized by the Ministry of Sports of Sri 

Lanka, the National Olympic Committee of Sri Lanka (NOCSL), or the International Roll 
Ball Federation (IRBF) for Roll Ball activities. 

●​ RBFSL represents Sri Lanka internationally and is the official national unit affiliated with 
IRBF and ARBF. 

 

Working Relationships with Stakeholders 

1.​ Government & Institutions​
 

○​ Collaborates with the Ministry of Sports, Ministry of Education, and Provincial 
Councils to introduce Roll Ball into schools and community sports programs. 

○​ Engages with universities and the University Grants Commission to integrate 
Roll Ball into inter-university sports calendars. 

○​ Liaises with the National Sports Development Department for recognition, policy 
support, and athlete development programs.
